Personal Heritage Cube

As we begin our semester reading, writing, and talking about our country’s beginnings, it is a good idea to reflect on our own beginnings.  A person’s heritage is important, to keep history alive and to improve the future.  We will be making a heritage cube that represents you.  Each panel of the cube should represent a different feature that makes you who you are. 

There are three parts to this assignment: drawing, writing, and presenting.

1. Drawing: Use the template on the paper to draw visual representations of each of your features.  Each panel of the 6-sided cube should show your chosen feature, represented in pictures and/or words, but it should be somewhat abstract (think symbolism). 

2. Writing: You will need to write a written explanation of your heritage cube, in which you explain how each person/place/thing makes you who you are.  Your explanation may be a numbered list, but it must be in complete sentences.  You will write an explanation for EACH side of the cube, and your explanations should be at least a paragraph in length.   

3. Presenting: You will be presenting the heritage cube in front of the class, so make sure its content is something you would wish to share with others.  

There is only ONE REQUIRED panel:  your name.  Write your full name, and if you know where your name came from, who you were named for, or what your name means, please represent that on the side of the cube.

For each of the other panels, choose 5 from the following menu (without repeating):

1. Where you are from / where you have lived – you may represent where your ancestors lived OR where your family has lived.

2. Significant family member – represent a family member who has influenced you.

3. Favorite family memory – represent one of your favorite family memories, particularly one that has influenced you.

4. Future plans – represent what you want to do in the future.

5. Talent – represent a talent or major interest of yours.

6. Faith – represent your beliefs or lack thereof.  

7. Holiday – represent a holiday that matters to your family.

8. Values – represent a value your family has caused you to find important.

9. Lesson – represent something you have learned from your past that will stay with you forever.

Reflection Questions:

· What did you discover about your feelings on the importance of family?

· What did you notice about the things you find most important?
